no working papers in support of the increase, nor any indication of how the increased sales have 

been incorporated into rate forecasts 

 

Directions 3 and 4 

 

Again, there are no working papers in support of the calculated reductions 

 

Direction 6 

 

AEY provides a working paper of labour variances, there should be an opportunity to test this 

working paper.  The working paper shows systematic over forecasting of labour. 
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We would recommend that the YUB set a process to test the application by a round of IRs
